The operator of the pesticide 
application shall measure the wind speed prior to and during spraying 
activities to ensure wind speeds are below 10 mph. Spraying activities 
shall cease if wind speeds are measured at greater than 10 mph.

If In the event that previously unidentified evidence of human burial or 
human remains are discovered  during project construction, work will 
stop at the discovery location, within 20 meters (66 feet), and any 
nearby area reasonably suspected to overlie human remains (Public 
Resources Code, Section 7050.5)., The Trinity County Coroner must be 
informed and consulted, per State law.  If the coroner determines the 
remains to be Native American, he or she shall contact the Native 
American Heritage Commission within 24 hours.  The Native American 
Heritage Commission shall identify the person or persons it believes to 
be the most likely descendent.  The most likely descendent will be given 
an opportunity to make recommendations for means of treatment of
